The following is a very brief summary of the minutes for the in-person SLOA meeting on 11-3-23 (meeting minutes taken and written by George Bonnand).

Agenda items 1 and 2

Meeting agenda for 11-3-23 and meeting minutes for 10-6-23 were approved by the committee. 

Agenda item 3

Assignment of Meeting Minutes Scribe-George Bonnand stated he would record the meeting via zoom.  In the 10-6-23 meeting it was agreed by all members that a recording would be OK to do. 

Agenda item 4

Current status of Mapping-problem and issues was the next item on the agenda.  George Bonnand asked if there were any issues with mapping of CSLOs to PSLOs.  No issues regarding mapping were presented by the committee members. 
  
Agenda item 5.
	
SLOA Assessments-Comments or discussion-George Bonnand stated to the committee members that there was a new way to load and verify assessments in Elumen.  There was a presentation/training given to members on the screen on how to do this readily.  The following items were covered during the training presentation:

· New proxy authorization for Department Coordinators
· How to view courses and scorecards under the ORG Management tab as a department coordinator. 
· How to load assessments under the Strategic Planning tab and then under the Planer tab using the drag and drop feature.
· How to check the assessments in Elumen against what is approved in CNET.
· How to create an assessment
· How to determine which courses have been cancelled in Elumen.
· The process to use to do minor revisions for SLO updates in CNET.
· How to go into CNET and view the COR (Course Outline of Record) or the POR (Program Outline of Record); CI (Course Impacts or Program Impacts); and C! (Course status)

There were many questions and much good discussion about the information given. Members asked if there was a cheat-cheat that could be developed?  George Bonnand agreed to develop a cheat-cheat for committee members.  (Please note that this cheat-cheat will be forthcoming in the coming weeks.)  

George Bonnand also let members know that there had been talks with Jennifer Coopman and Alli Stanojkovic the other SLO Data Stewards in the district which shed some light on other ways to do assessments loading. 

In short, Department Coordinators are given a “proxy” authorization which is the same as an “Evaluator” authorization.  This authorization essentially allows Department Coordinators to load assessments and verify that assessments are actually there and are correct for each course. This authorization allows Division Coordinators help each Department Coordinator load assessments into each course readily and effectively. This should dramatically reduce the amount of time that Division Coordinators and Department Coordinators spend on verifying/updating and loading assessments for the faculty.  The goal is to increase the amount of assessments that are performed each academic year which will yield better data in Elumen for faculty which can then be used to help students.
